Recently, Ms. Post was a participant in the Swamp Fox Festival parade on September 9th, representing the Marion Independent School District Foundation and Alumni Association during its 2006 All-School Reunion. Ms. Post was the oldest known living MHS graduate. She happily rode along side other older Marion graduates on that chilly Saturday morning. Her daughter, Shirley Pantini; also a Marion High School graduate and former MISD faculty member, was thrilled to drive her mother in the parade. That same evening, Ms. Post was recognized along with her fellow MHS 1920’s and 1930s graduates at the All-School Reunion banquet at Indian Creek Country Club. 

During Ms. Post’s memorial service on November 6th family and friends were reminded that Ms. Post was an avid gardener who loved purple flowers, had a wonderful and, at times, even mischievous sense of humor. Reverend Chapman also shared with congregants that Ms. Post was confirmed at First Presbyterian Church 85 years to the day of her memorial service. She was a woman of faith who loved being part of the service of the Lord. One of Ms. Post’s favorite scriptures was 1 Corinthians 13 – of all the graces of God in man, love (charity) is the greatest.

Her husband and the love of her life, Eldon Post, passed away in 1981, just a few short years from their 50th anniversary.
